Funding to protect land that is culturally significant to Aboriginal people and to support education projects about the 
environment and its importance in Aboriginal life.

The program enables students from Stages 2 – 5 to develop energy saving and greenhouse gas reduction proposals 
and action plans for their schools. Professional learning and teaching resources are provided for teachers. This is 
funded under the NSW Government Schools Energy Efficiency Program. Max amount available is $3000 for 
professional learning and project implementation.

Department of Climate Change and Energy Efficiency National Solar Schools Program 
Funding for the installation of solar and other renewable power systems, solar hot water systems, rainwater tanks 
and a range of energy efficiency measures. NSSP replaced Green Vouchers for Schools. This is an annual grant 
program that operates until 2015. Government and non-government schools are eligible to apply. DET information 
and advice on the program.

The award is for a study in any aspect of Environmental Education. Successful applicants would spend up to five 
weeks involved in a study program.

The Westpac Student Sustainability Leadership grants of $1,500 each will be awarded at the beginning of 2011 to 
help Years 5 and 6 students plan and implement environmental sustainability initiatives. Any school with Year 5 and 
6 students seeking to develop their leadership skills through management of environmental related projects is 
eligible to apply.

Funding for community garden projects. Schools may be eligible to apply if there is direct evidence of student 
involvement in planning.

Permanent Telstra Group employees can apply for a Telstra's Kids Fund grant of $1,200 to support a project or 
activity run by a not-for-profit organisation involving a child in their immediate family. There is a category for 
Environment projects.
